LARRS JACKSON* (UNDERSTUDY ANDREW WYKE, DETECTIVE
SERGEANT TARRANT, POLICE CONSTABLE HIGGS) came into this
world between 55 and 70 years ago. He was blessed with a natural
singing voice and a flair for comedy and impressions, which took him to
the All-Army Entertainment Contest and subsequently to two appear-
ances on the Ed Sullivan Show (1958,59). After his obligation to the mil-
itary, he signed a recording deal with Fraternity Records, did a guest
spot on American Bandstand and took his act on the road. He has performed for audi-
ences in ten countries around the world. He played the comedic lead in his first
motion picture, a United Artists/Fred Roos film called The Young Swingers (1963) fol-
lowed by two Garry Marshall films, Nothing in Common (1986) as Jackie Gleason’s
doctor and Beaches, as an attorney with Barbara Hershey and Bette Midler. Larrs
took himself off the market as an actor in order to help develop, produce and act in
four motion pictures for worldwide distribution... Did that! He then returned to his first
love with a variety of roles for the theatre. In his latest films he played a “crusty FBI
agent” in the film Rogues and a “Shepherd” in Princess Diaries 2. Larrs loves his fam-
ily, golf and acting. Who could ask for anything more!

CHRIS FLANDERS* (UNDERSTUDY MILO TINDLE, INSPECTOR
DOPPLER) LA theatre credits include Summer and Smoke, Change at
Babylon, Therese Raquin, Birdsend and King Lear. Regionally, he has
worked at the La Jolla Playhouse and with the Nebraska Shakespeare
Festival. TV credits include: Gilmore Girls, American Dreams,
Grounded for Life and, most recently, C.S.I. A journeyman triathlete, his
\ biggest tri accomplishment is successfully completing the Escape From
Alcatraz race, twice. Chris is an avid blues guitar player and can be heard on odd
Wednesday’s at O’'Brien’s in Venice. For Liza, to quote Huey Lewis, “I'm doing it all
for my baby.”

The Production S taff

ANTHONY SHAFFER (PLAYWRIGHT) was educated at St. Paul's, and Cambridge
University. From 1951 to 1955 he practiced law as a barrister, and subsequently, until
1969, was a partner in a successful film production company, scripting, directing and
producing many television commercials. In 1969, Mr. Shaffer resigned to take up writ-
ing full time and, in 1970, Sleuth appeared. It was one of the greatest theatrical hits
of all time in London, New York, and throughout the world, winning the Tony Award for
Best Play of the Year. Other stage plays include This Savage Parade (revived in 1963
and revised in 1987), Murderer (1975), Widow's Weeds (1977) and The Case of the
Oily Levantine (1979), which was presented in New York in 1982 under the title
Whodunnit. In 1972, he wrote the screenplay for Forbush and the Penguins, starring
John Hurt and Hayley Mills and, in 1974, turned Sleuth into a film starring Laurence
Olivier and Michael Caine. That same year he wrote the screenplay for the Alfred
Hitchcock film, Frenzy. Other screenplays include The Wicker Man and Absolution,
starring Richard Burton, and three Agatha Christie adaptations: Death on the Nile, Evil
Under the Sun and Appointment With Death, with Peter Ustinov as 'Hercule Poirot.’
Mr. Shaffer developed the storyline for the film Sommersby, starring Jodie Foster and
Richard Gere. Sleuth toured extensively throughout the UK as a PW Productions
Mobil 1999 tour, starring Peter Bowles and Michael Maloney. It opened in the West
End in July 2002 in an acclaimed production directed by Elijah Moshinsky and star-
ring Peter Bowles and Gray O'Brien. Anthony's autobiography, So What Did You
Expect?, was published by Picador in the early spring of 2002. Anthony Shaffer died
on November 6th, 2001. His play, Murderer, was revived this past fall at the Menier
Chocolate Factory in London.




MICHAEL MICHETTI (DIRECTOR) is the co-artistic director of The Theatre @ Boston
Court in Pasadena where he has directed Charles L. Mee's Summertime and Romeo
and Juliet; Antebellum New Orleans, 1836. His credits include the celebrated produc-
tion of Stephen Sondheim and Arthur Laurents' Anyone Can Whistle (incorporating
revisions made by Michetti and approved by the authors) at the Matrix Theatre, David
Hare's Amy's View starring Carol Lawrence at Florida Rep, David Mamet's A Life in
the Theatre starring Hal Holbrook at the Pasadena Playhouse, acclaimed productions
of Brecht's rarely staged Edward Il and Aphra Behn's restoration comedy The Rover,
both for Circle X at the Actor's Gang Theatre, Tom Jacobson's Ouroboros at The Road
Theatre, and the Ovation Award nominated productions of Titanic for Civic Light
Opera of South Bay Cities and Sweeney Todd starring Amanda McBroom and George
Ball. He is a double Ovation Award-winner (as director and co-producer) for his pro-
duction of A Midsummer Night's Dream, set in British colonized India.

GREGG W. BREVOORT* (STAGE MANAGER UNTIL 4/3) stage-managed Golf With
Alan Shepard here at the Falcon this past fall. He was the resident stage manager
for the Dorset Theatre Festival in Vermont and the Two River Theatre in New Jersey
for several seasons, before moving to Los Angeles. Gregg is also an accomplished
director. Recent directorial credits include Henry 1V, part 1 for the Virginia
Shakespeare Festival and The Cherry Orchard for the Culver City Public Theatre. He
has worked for such distinguished companies as Perseverance Theatre in Juneau,
Alaska, the Ensemble Studio Theatre, Theatre For A New Audience, Penobscot
Theatre Company and the NJ Shakespeare Festival. Gregg holds an MFA degree in
directing from Columbia University.

SCOTT A. LANE (COSTUME DESIGNER) began his entertainment career appear-
ing internationally as a performer. Scott started doing costumes professionally in
1987 for Michetti/Knowles Entertainment. He also began a long term association with
Fiesta Parade Floats & The Tournament of Roses Parade. He designed two national
touring shows for Alvin and the Chipmunks. He became the resident costume design-
er for the Southern California Music Theater in 1986 and was in residence until 1991.
He designed costumes for Gypsy starring Joanne Worley, No No Nanette, West Side
Story, Singing in the Rain and Fame - the Musical. Scott has designed the tiny little
dresses for Michelle Kwan's ice skating competitions and a television special titled
Michelle Kwan Skates to Disney's Greatest Hits. Locally, this past year, Scott has
worked on Summertime for Mr. Michetti at The Theater @ Boston Court in Pasadena,
for which he was nominated an Ovation award for Best Costumes in a Small Space,
and on Dorian for James Mellon at the NoHo Arts Center, for which he received an LA

MITCH GREENHILL (SOUND DESIGNER) composed music for the Broadway pro-
duction of An Almost Holy Picture, directed by Michael Mayer and starring Kevin
Bacon. He has worked extensively in regional theaters, including the Mark Taper
Forum, South Coast Repertory, Arena Stage, Huntington Theatre, McCarter Theatre,
Alley Theatre and La Jolla Playhouse. As recording artist, Mr. Greenhill has released
several CDs. As record producer, he has produced one Grammy-winner and several
nominees.
